Business - Smart dress is expected.  A working knowledge of German is a distinct
advantage. Appointments should be made well in advance and should be kept strictly.

Normal courtesies should be observed and it is
customary to present the hostess with flowers on house vitis.  Casual wear is
widely accepted except for social functions and some restaurants, theatres,
opera, etc.  Smoking is prohibited where indicated, on public transport and in
some public buildings.

Tipping  - Hotel bills include a service charge.  Restaurant bills usually include a
10% service charge but it is customary to round up to the nearest figure.  Tips
are given to taxi drivers, hairdressers, etc.
