Business - Suits are expected.  Appointments should be made and punctuality is
expected. Business cards should have Chinese translation printed on the flipside.
Business people are usually entertained in a restaurant.  It is customary to arrive a
little early and to invite the host or hostess to a return dinner.

Social - Chinese do not volunteer information, so the visitor is advised to ask questions.
Courtesy, rather than familiarity is encouraged.  The official name of the country is the
‘People’s Republic of China’ and should be used at all times.  Handshaking is custom
but visitors may be greeted by applause as well.  It is custom to applaud back.  Avoid
expressing religious or political opinions.  Historic and scenic places can be photo-
graphed but photography of airports, military installations, etc. is prohibited

Tipping  - Not officially encouraged, but accepted in the travel industry.
