Business - English is widely spoken. Appointments should be made and punctuality
is very important.  Business cards are essential although it’s policy for government
officials not to use them.

Tipping  - A 10% service charge is included in restaurant bills.  Tipping is officially
discouraged in restaurants, hotels and at the airport.
